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Sample Subcontractor Guidelines
As a subcontractor, you are obligated to be familiar, and comply, with all current laws, regulations, and codes concerning safety as shall be applicable to the work, and comply with safety standards established during work by the Contractor, and to conduct all your operations according to those current regulations and requirements.  

The following list of general safety rules represents the current state requirements.   For Washington State Safety Standards in Construction see: www.lni.wa.gov
Please note, you may have to make modifications to this document.  

1. Each subcontractor shall hold weekly safety meetings with its workers.  Documentation of meetings shall be forwarded to (Company Name Here)
2. Subcontractor shall actively provide a safe worksite for his employees.  Site supervisors shall be responsible for timely inspections.  It is expected that each subcontractor will have a site-specific safety program to suit its particular needs and will provide copy of safety program to (Company Name Here). 
3. Subcontractors shall inform all employees of safety rules and procedures before the start of work on jobsite.  This will be documented and placed in the employees file.  
4. Subcontractors shall inform employees of the location and use of emergency equipment and procedures for reporting injuries on site.  
5. Subcontractors should use own regular system of inspection to detect and correct site specific hazards, safety violations, and unsafe practices in their work areas.  
6. Good housekeeping and orderliness is a basic requirement for all jobsites and must be maintained at all times. 
7. The Subcontractor site supervisor or representative shall provide contact name & number for all emergencies on and off work hours. 
8. Subcontractor shall have at least one 1st Aid Certified employee.
9. Subcontractor shall ensure its employees are equipped with all the necessary personal protective equipment for the hazards presented in the work environment.
10. Each job trailer shall be equipped with fire extinguisher and first aid kit.
11.  All subcontractor employees shall wear hard hats with eye protection on site.    

      Work boots will also be required.  Personnel not wearing required PPE will be 
      asked to leave the site.
12.  Subcontractor will submit a copy of their fall safety plan for review.   
13.  All subcontractors shall wear shirts with a minimum sleeve length of 4 inches 
      long and trousers.  No shorts or sleeveless shirts will be permitted.
14.  Subcontractor shall notify general immediately of any injuries no matter how 
 minor they are.

15.  Subcontractors will forward copy of accident report within 8-hours of knowing 
 about incident.  

16.  Subcontractors are individually responsible for all required federal, state, and 
 local notifications in the event of a fatality, single hospitalization, loss of an eye   

 and/or amputation of a worker within 1 hour.  
17.  If a member of the public is injured because of an operation of a subcontractor, 
 the superintendent/or project manager will be notified immediately.

18. The subcontractor will send the required report to its insurance carrier and f 

forward a copy to the general within 24-hrs.
19.  Subcontractors will notify general and provide copies of all safety data sheets for chemicals being brought into the worksite.
